In response to your 1st related document, we would like to provide the following information:

1. With the 2nd relevant document, we have initiated a consultation with the public and 
competent authorities regarding the transboundary environmental impacts of marine spatial 
planning plans in the Adriatic and Ionian and Central Mediterranean regions of Italian 
territory. This consultation has been based on the relevant Strategies Environmental Impact 
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Reports and studies of marine spatial planning plans, which had been made available at 
https://www.sid.mit.gov.it/documenti-piano. The procedure we have followed is outlined in 
article 8 of the 3rd relevant decision. The deadline for submitting opinions on the matter is 30 
days from the date of that document, until December 29, 2022.

2. Until the publication of this document, public opinions on the Strategic Environmental Impact 
Studies of the "Adriatic" and "Ionian and Central Mediterranean" Marine Spatial Planning 
projects have not been submitted to our Service.

3. Taking into account the related documents no. 4 and 5, as well as their attachments, and 
after evaluating the Strategic Environmental Impact Reports of the "Adriatic" and "Ionian and 
Central Mediterranean" Marine Spatial Planning projects, we have no environmental 
objection to the approval of the studies and the related plans, because the effects of the 
plans are not expected to significantly affect the Greek marine, insular and terrestrial 
environment, while the projects and activities within the said plans are subject, if necessary, 
to the provisions of EU law on transboundary environmental impact assessment.
